Introduction: 

The following dossier is the result of 
open-source intelligence analysis targeting 
Islamic State (ISIS/Daesh) infiltration and 
exploitation tactics directed at Western 
anti-fascist (Antifa) and left-wing protest 
movements. The material reviewed, drawn 
from leaked jihadist manuals (2015–2017 
era), propaganda distributions, internal 
communications, and public sources, 
exposes a deliberate strategy of embedding sleeper cells and lone actors 
into protest scenes across Europe and the West. 

This is not presented as formal hierarchical control by ISIS central 
command over Antifa structures, but as ideological and tactical 
convergence: jihadists are instructed to hide their identities, blend into 



 

anti-fascist counter-protests, exploit chaos against neo-Nazis and state 
authorities, and escalate toward insurgency and jihad. The 2015–2017 
guide How to Survive in the West: A Mujahid Guide serves as the 
primary doctrinal blueprint. 

This dossier maps the guide’s instructions, key propaganda distributions, 
geographic patterns in Europe (especially France), and hybrid network 
overlaps. The behavior documented reveals pragmatic exploitation of 
shared anti-Western goals despite surface-level ideological clashes. 

Furthermore, rather than operating solely through overt ISIS networks, 
the strategy involves infiltrating or paralleling anti-fascist 
counter-protests to sow division, escalate clashes, and advance jihad 
under the cover of broader unrest. This aligns with observed Red-Green 
tactical overlaps against common enemies (nationalist movements, 
police, Western governments). 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

Islamic State Sleeper Strategy in the West: 

The anti-Western jihadist network 
known as the Islamic State (ISIS/Daesh) 
promoted the manual How to Survive in 
the West: A Mujahid Guide around 
2015–2017. Circulated via propaganda 
channels, it instructs supporters in 
majority non-Muslim lands to operate as 
independent sleeper cells with only 
ideological ties to ISIS. 

Key elements include: 

●​ Living a double life as secret agents. 
●​ Hiding extremist identity to avoid watchlists. 
●​ Acquiring weapons, b*mb-making skills, and money by any means. 
●​ Activating during social unrest, particularly protests. 

The guide’s War in Protests section explicitly directs activation 
alongside anti-fascist groups: 

When Muslims and Mosques will 
be attacked by neo-Nazis in 
protests, Muslims will do 
counter-protests alongside with 
anti-fascist groups. This is when 
your role as a secret Agent will be 
activated. ... As violence erupts 
between neo-Nazis and Muslims; 
Muslims and their allies will wear 
masks and bandannas, and attack with the skill set and arms they have 



 

collected. The huge crowds in the protests and instability will make it 
difficult for police to know who is doing the attacks... This is how the 
future Jihad in Europe will begin. 

It further details revenge bombings on enemy headquarters, 
neighborhood takeovers using men, weapons and trucks, alliances with 
friendly non-Muslims, and training youth in private while masked. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 



 

The Mujahid Guide 

The following section contains excerpts and analysis from the Islamic 
State (ISIS/Daesh) manual “How to Survive in the West: A Mujahid 
Guide” (circa 2015–2017). This document was circulated in jihadist 
circles as an operational handbook for supporters living in Western 
countries.

This material includes explicit instructions on hiding extremist identity, 
acquiring weapons, manufacturing expl*sives, exploiting protests, and 
conducting jihadist operations. It is presented solely for open-source 
intelligence, journalistic, and counter-terrorism research purposes.

This dossier does not endorse, promote, or provide instructions for any 
illegal or terrorist activity. Reproduction or misuse of the guide’s content 
for unlawful purposes is strictly prohibited. All sensitive operational 
details (such as full b*mb-making formulas) have been redacted where 
appropriate. The excerpts are included to document ISIS’s documented 
strategy of embedding into Western protest movements and to highlight 
the real-world threat of jihadist exploitation of civil unrest. The version 
of the Mujahid Guide reviewed for this dossier had already undergone 
significant redaction by previous handlers. All highly sensitive and 
illegal content, particularly detailed expl*sives manufacturing 
instructions, chemical formulas, deployment methods, and specific 
operational techniques, were redacted prior to our access. New Guard 
Intelligence does not possess, distribute, or endorse full versions of these 
materials. The excerpts shown are limited strictly to contextual and 
ideological content for intelligence and documentation purposes only. 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 
 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 
 
 
 
 



 

 



 



 

 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 
 
 
 
 



 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

The Guide’s Core Tactics – Double Life and Infiltration:​
 

Hiding Extremist Identity: 

Advises converts and practicing 
Muslims to blend in: avoid obvious 
signs (e.g. full beards for some, black 
hijabs at airports), use aliases, dress 
like locals, and change appearance or 
voice. Female Muslims will wear 
brighter colors to appear more friendly, 
like a wolf in sheep’s clothing. 

Making Allies – The Secret White 
Convert: 

Encourages befriending dissatisfied white 
Europeans and converts for undercover 
roles: spying on leaders, assassinations, or 
providing intelligence. “He could be a 
bodyguard of leaders, and then 
assassinate them.” 

Earning Money, Weapons, and Transport: 

Permits taking wealth from non-Muslims lacking covenants. Details 
hidden car compartments for smuggling arms and cash. 

Front Networks and Propaganda Overlaps: 

ISIS materials surface in hybrid spaces where ‘Nihilistic Violent 
Extremist’ and Jihadist content cross. Werwolf Division (NVE) 
exemplifies ideological blurring, creating entry points into protest chaos 



 

where Antifa operates. In France and Europe, tactical convergences 
appear during anti-far-right demonstrations, banlieue unrest, and 
migrant-related protests, with masked groups enabling jihadist-style 
actions amid larger crowds. 

Examples of Exploitation: 

●​ Protest chaos as operational cover using black bloc and jihadist 
tactics. 

●​ Temporary Red-Green alliances against police and nationalists. 
●​ Sleeper cells and returnees blending into urban and protest scenes. 
●​ Distribution of b*mb manuals in environments overlapping with

Real-World Exploitation in European Protests: 

In the summer of 2023, widespread riots erupted across France 
following the police shooting of a teenager of North African descent in 
Nanterre. The unrest quickly spread to banlieues and major cities, with 
masked groups engaging in arson, looting, and clashes with police. 
Intelligence reports and open-source analysis noted the participation of 
known Islamist radicals and returnees alongside broader anti-police and 
anti-government demonstrators. The chaos created perfect conditions for 
the guide’s predicted “fog of protests,” 
allowing individuals to blend into 
crowds wearing masks and bandannas 
while committing targeted violence. 
French authorities reported hundreds of 
arrests involving individuals with prior 
jihadist links exploiting the disorder.​
​
Exploitation in US Anti-ICE Protests: 

During large-scale anti-ICE 
demonstrations in multiple US cities 
(notably 2019–2025 actions in 
Portland, Tacoma, and Texas), radical 
elements including self-described 
Antifa activists engaged in violence 
against facilities and law enforcement. 
In one documented case, an anarchist with Antifa affiliations carried out 
a fireb*mbing attempt on an ICE detention center in Tacoma, 
Washington. Broader protests saw overlaps with pro-migrant networks 
where Islamist sympathizers and radical left groups converged against 
shared targets. The guide’s emphasis on using protest crowds for cover 



 

and arming allies mirrors observed patterns of masked agitators, 
improvised weapons, and exploitation of immigration-related unrest to 
escalate anti-government actions. Throughout 2025 and 2026, anti-ICE 
protests across the United States escalated significantly, often featuring 
violent agitators, property damage, and direct confrontations with law 
enforcement. In Minneapolis and Portland, protests following 
high-profile incidents involving federal immigration officers turned 
violent, with demonstrators throwing rocks, bottles, and other objects at 
police. Reports documented 
“professional agitators” and 
organized elements using the 
chaos to disrupt ICE 
operations. In Los Angeles 
and other cities, masked 
groups engaged in clashes 
outside federal buildings, 
with police making arrests 
for assaults on officers and 
attempts to breach facilities. These events mirror the guide’s instructions 
to exploit immigration-related unrest, blend into left-wing crowds, and 
use protests as cover for escalation. Funding investigations targeted 
organizations accused of supporting paid agitators, while broader “ICE 
Out” actions included student walkouts, business shutdowns, and calls 
for general strikes. In several instances, anti-ICE demonstrators 
overlapped with Antifa networks employing black-bloc tactics, creating 
environments where sleeper actors could operate with reduced risk of 
identification. The scale of violence led to federal responses, including 
National Guard deployments in some areas, further highlighting the 
destabilizing potential described in the Mujahid Guide.​
 



 

Exploitation in UK and German Demonstrations: 

In several UK and German anti-fascist 
and pro-migrant counter-protests 
(particularly 2016–2025 events 
opposing far-right marches), 
intelligence assessments highlighted 
Islamist groups and individuals 
participating alongside Antifa and 
leftist blocs. Masked black-bloc tactics 
enabled opportunistic violence, 
property damage, and attacks on 
police. European security services have repeatedly warned of jihadist 
sleeper cells and radicals using these demonstrations as recruitment and 
operational opportunities, precisely as outlined in the Mujahid Guide, 
blending into crowds, building alliances with secular left elements 
against “neo-Nazis,” and advancing broader destabilization goals.​
​
Berlin Power Grid Sabotage (2025–2026): 

In September 2025 and January 2026, 
Berlin suffered major power outages 
caused by arson attacks on power 
infrastructure. The January 2026 
incident at a gas-fired power plant in 
Lichterfelde left approximately 45,000 
households and thousands of businesses 
without electricity for days during cold 
weather. A left-wing anarchist group 
known as the Volcano Group 
(Vulkangruppe) claimed responsibility, 



 

framing the attacks as sabotage against the fossil fuel industry and 
broader capitalist infrastructure. German authorities attributed the 
attacks to extreme left-wing networks operating in the same milieu as 
Antifa-style activists. These incidents demonstrate the exact type of 
infrastructure disruption and societal chaos the ISIS guide encourages 
during periods of unrest, masked or clandestine actors exploiting 
protest-adjacent instability to strike critical systems. While carried out 
by far-left elements, such actions create the “fog” and power vacuums 
that jihadist sleeper cells are instructed to exploit for recruitment, arming 
allies, and advancing jihad. 

 

 
Conclusion: 

The Islamic State’s “How to Survive in 
the West” guide provides a clear 
doctrinal template for embedding into 
Western instability, including explicit 
instructions to join anti-fascist 
counter-protests, use violence under 
cover of crowds, and escalate toward 
jihad. While Antifa and jihadist 
ideologies clash on secularism and 
social values, the guide reveals pragmatic exploitation of shared enemies 
and protest fog. 

This strategy turns polarization into operational advantage: sleeper cells 
activate amid nationalist versus Antifa violence, arm allies, conduct 
b*mbings, and seize territory. Groups like Werwolf Division 



 

demonstrate how materials cross ideological lines, amplifying the threat 
to nation-states. 

European countries, particularly France with its history of banlieue jihad 
and protest violence, face heightened risks from this embedment 
playbook. 

Nationalists and concerned citizens in the United States, France, 
Germany, UK, and other Western nations must recognize that the Islamic 
State’s How to Survive in the West strategy is not purely theoretical. It 
provides a practical playbook for jihadist actors to exploit left-wing 
protest infrastructure, particularly Antifa and anarchist networks, to 
advance destabilization and violence under the cover of “anti-fascist” 
activity. 

Key Indicators to Watch For: 

●​ Masked or black-bloc elements within otherwise peaceful left-wing 
protests suddenly escalating into coordinated violence, arson, or 
attacks on police/infrastructure. 

●​ White converts or “secret allies” pushing radical anti-Western 
narratives inside activist circles while maintaining a moderate 
public image. 

●​ Overlap between pro-migrant/anti-ICE demonstrations and 
individuals distributing or discussing jihadist propaganda, or ISIS 
manuals. 

●​ Sudden spikes in anti-police or anti-nationalist rhetoric paired 
with calls for “neighborhood defense” that mask attempts to create 
no-go zones or parallel power structures. 

●​ Hybrid online spaces where far-left accelerationists share or 
praise ISIS-sourced materials. 



 

Recommended Counter-Steps: 

1.​ Document and Report: Maintain strict open-source monitoring of 
local protest groups, Telegram/Discord channels, and known 
agitators. Record video and share verifiable evidence with law 
enforcement and independent journalists. 

2.​ Community Resilience: Build legal neighborhood watches, 
support strong local policing, and advocate for zero-tolerance 
policies on masked violence and infrastructure sabotage. 

3.​ Expose Infiltration: Publicly highlight Red-Green tactical 
alliances and individuals who blur jihadist and Antifa lines. Use 
facts, leaks, and dossiers like this one to delegitimize the 
convergence. 

4.​ Political Pressure: Demand stricter immigration vetting, 
deportation of jihadist-linked individuals, monitoring of returning 
foreign fighters, and designation of violent Antifa networks as 
domestic terrorist organizations where evidence supports it. 

5.​ Ideological Clarity: Reject any accelerationist temptation to “let it 
burn.” Stability and rule of law favor organized nationalist 
movements far more than chaos that empowers jihadist sleeper 
cells. 



 

The guide’s ultimate goal is conquest through engineered disorder. 
Nationalists must remain vigilant, lawful, and proactive, exposing the 
playbook before it escalates from protest fog into sustained insurgency. 
Awareness and coordinated civic action remain the strongest defenses 
against this hybrid threat.
