"When we re-recorded and released the album, we never could have imagined it finding
a home inside the infinite, yellow-walled labyrinth of the Backrooms," said Christopher
and Philip Booth. "The song has its own history of being lost in a different kind of void,
so seeing Kane Parsons use it to build tension in this mind-bending film feels incredibly
poetic."

Backrooms, which stars Chiwetel Ejiofor and Renate Reinsve, expands on Parsons’
viral YouTube universe where characters accidentally "noclip" out of reality into an
endless, unsettling maze of empty rooms. The inclusion of "Ulterior Motives" highlights
a soundtrack meticulously designed to blur the lines between nostalgic comfort and
psychological dread.
