An Introduction

“Just as the discovery of the earth’s revolution around
the sun led to a revolutionary change of the general view
of the world, so will the blood and race teachings of the
National Socialist movement produce a transformation of
the knowledge and hence of the view of the history of the

human past and its future.”

This realization of the fateful significance of the laws of na-
ture of blood and race form the basic idea of the SS. It is an or-
der of Nordic-determined men and their clans.

Helped by the laws it chooses itself, the SS wishes to make a
living contribution to the victory of the blood idea in Europe. It
wishes to preserve and practice the highest virtues such as loy-
alty, bravery, comradeship and noble attitude. It is a team in
which the following’s Germanic loyalty is unconditionally
given to the Fiihrer.

The SS is the protector of the inner security of the Reich and
the toughest battle troop against the external enemy. The pres-
ent struggle is against the anti-life forces of international
Jewry, against the world bolshevism allied with him and with
the Jew-dependent, greedy, English money rule and freema-
sonry.

The goal of the present, turbulent conflict is the formation of
a natural and hence enduring New Order of Europe. This task
of new ordering has been assumed by the Reich founded on the
Greater Germanic development in close cooperation with brave

allies.
Europe should find the lasting foundation for a splendid fu-




ture, however, in the active community of fate of the Germanic
folks. The SS fights for this noble goal. And so in the Fiihrer’s
SS - next to the Reich Germans — ethnic Germans from all parts
of the world, especially from Romania and the rest of southeast
Europe, are also assembled for battle.

Furthermore, for the first time volunteers from Flanders, the
Netherlands, Switzerland, Denmark, Norway, Finland and
Sweden also find alongside the Reich German SS-men.

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The European
War of Liberation

“When the German Reich received the English declara-
tion of war on September 1, 1939, this was a repeat of the
British attempt to thwart any start of a consolidation and

hence rise of Europe by fighting the currently strongest
power on the continent.”

The Fiihrer’s Proclamation to the German People on June 22, 1941

When we seek the deepest reasons for this war, we also raise
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the question of where each individual among us stands in this
greatest conflict of all time.

Unlike the World War, there are no spectators in this strug-
gle, rather only participants, and no neutrals, rather only com-
batants. That means: in this gigantic struggle very fundamental
issues are contested, so that nobody, not even the last Euro-
pean, can evade a clear stand.

A clear stand must be taken by more than just the European
states, their governments and chiefs of state. No, the unique
thing about this war is that each individual member of the
European folks must make a contribution to the decision re-
garding his nation’s future. Only so can decisions be made that
simultaneously have national as well as social significance and
as such provide foundations for a centuries-long development.
It is fortunate that in the ethnically Germanic lands this view is
spreading in constantly wider circles of the folk even now dur-
ing the war. We are proud that the decision of many individual
young men does not stop with words, rather that they voluntar-

ily risk their lives for the European cause to the honor of their
own lands.

Ever more numerous become the volunteers to the Waffen-
SS, to the guard of the Fiihrer of all Germanic men. This troop
gives the opportunity to Danes, Fins, Flemish, Dutch, Norwe-

gians, Swedes and Swiss to prove their manly bearing through
the deed.

What is this War about?

We all know that this war started over the issue of the fate of
German Danzig threatened by the Poles. But we also know that
no Englishman went to war because of Poland. We are also cer-

tain that no Soviet Russian assembled to attack Europe because
of charity toward the Poles, French, Serbs, Greeks or even the
English in the summer of 1941. Why then was there the English
declaration of war against the Reich on September 3, 1939 and
since the spring of 1940 the advance of the Red Army toward
Germany’s eastern border?

When a strong power finally emerged again in the German
Reich in 1871, in the heart of Europe, after an almost 300 year
effort, the English world empire immediately addressed it as an
enemy and fought it with hatred. Under Bismarck’s splendid
leadership, the Reich sought to pursue its own path, to practice
independent politics and to solve its economic and social needs
by itself. In short, Germany wished to pursue politics independ-
ent from the “city of London” and stand on its own feet. The
Reich was systematically encircled by England.

A coalition war such as the world had never seen was un-
leashed against the German Reich. But when it was not possi-
ble to defeat the German soldier in honorable combat, Germany
was decayed and defeated with all the tricks and baseness of
politics after the armistice of 1918. England’s victory appeared
complete after the Treaty of Versailles. All power, all state sov-
ereignty was torn away from the Reich. The fall of the German
folk seemed to be just a matter of time. Large portions of the
severely tested German folk fell victim to the stressful and op-
pressive pressure of the insane Treaty of Versailles.

Then a man stood up! An unknown soldier of the World War,
Adolf Hitler.

He had keenly experienced the German folk’s life energy
during the worst war years. He hence had endless confidence in
the moral values, the accomplishments and the courage of sac-
rifice of this folk.

He felt that these values lie in German blood and in its Ger-
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manic kind. Through years of the most difficult personal strug-
gles, Adolf Hitler again freed these values of blood and race,
which had been dragged in the mud by the supra-government
powers, especially by Jewry and freemasonry. Constructively,
he showed the German folk, and then other related folks, the
path out of the European confusion they had fallen into since
the Thirty Years War.

Under Adolf Hitler’s leadership the German folk declared a
fight to the death against the Versailles system and its supra-
government wirepullers. Dissension within the folk disap-
peared like a spook. The old, ancient evil in Europe, parasitic
Jewry and its political instrument, freemasonry, were purged
from the folk body and eliminated from the stream of German
blood.

Communism, this Jewish-Asiatic threat against all of Europe,
was beaten down in the Reich and in other places in Europe.
Creations of the Versailles Treaty incapable of life such as the
Austria cut off from the Folk Reich and Czechoslovakia were
liquidated. The only thing remaining was to call the life-
affirming folks of our continent to the European community of
struggle and of fate.

An energetic, more beautiful future for Germany
and hence for Europe seemed to radiantly dawn.

But again, England did not want to tolerate that. It mobilized
its entire political and economic power, spread across all conti-
nents. It allied itself even more closely with the mortal enemy
of the Germanic blood idea, with world Jewry.

The hypocritical British Imperium agreed to a satanic attack
against Europe with the world pest, Jewish-Asiatic bolshevism.
It wishes to finally destroy the Reich that fights with European
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Hermann the Cherusker, Germania’s savior
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responsibility.

From the first day of war it has been about Europe’s fate:

Should external forces and racially alien elements determine
Europe’s fate for all time or should Europe shape its own fu-
ture from its own strength and its own responsibility? That was
the question that triggered this war:

England strives for a coolie Europe that is nationally splin-
tered and socially enslaved in order to effortlessly force
through its plutocratic goals, total capitalism and unhindered
global trade on the planet, with the help of Jewry.

For two decades Soviet Russia had only one wish, namely to
so weaken Germany and Europe so that, as a declining conti-
nent, they fall easy prey to the Jewish-Bolshevik rulers of the
world revolution.

England’s and Soviet Russia’s goals are hence totally non-
European, yes anti-European: Not just Germany, rather Europe
should be annihilated.

The German folk, on the other hand, assembles for the battle
for a new Europe. For it, this is not about power political impe-
rialism. Germany simply fulfills the law under which it assem-
bles for the battle for Europe’s rebirth: the myth of blood.

It thereby places itself in the service of a divine law of nature
that is Europe’s constitution.

The German folk has the sole goal to defend Empe as the
ancient homeland of the White and hence Nordic race and to
restore it to its mighty originality.

So it assumes the task that every European should applaud.

Only so can the “decline of the west”, Soviet Russia’s goal, be
prevented.

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A new Europe shaped by its own ancient forces finds its jus-
tification in the history of our continent since the last ice age.
There is today no longer any doubt that the cradle of the Euro-
pean folks does not lie in some distant corner between the Eu-
phrates and the Tigris or in the Tibetan steppes of central Asia,
rather in our narrow European homeland. Race science testifies
to that with the same precise reliability as excavations.

The German folk goes into battle in order to forge a new
Europe according to racial points as a secure and steeled unity.
The Reich consciously links itself again to the most noble pe-
riod of all of European history, namely to the Great Germanic
period of the struggle with the old Roman world empire.

Our present time can only be compared with the gigantic
surge of the Germanic folks at the start of the first millennium.
From Scotland to the Black Sea, they swarmed against the Ro-
man world empire across the Rhine front and the Danube front.
They triumphed solely because of their irresistible racial
strength. No time during the many centuries since then is as
great or has fulfilled such mighty tasks as they were fulfilled in
that time - and as they are compellingly and necessarily placed
on us today. Only when the Germanic people acted in history
was pan-European fate created. Only the Germanic people
made Europe a continent from the polar circle to the Azores,
from the Volga to Greenland. Despite all greatness of the an-
tique cultures, despite all recognition of the accomplishment of
the Roman world empire, neither the Hellenic nor the Roman
world ever extended decisively beyond the Mediterranean area.
It was the achievement of the Cherusker chief Hermann that
prevented the Roman Imperium, at the height of its power,
from penetrating the Baltic and North Seas, the “Germanic
Mediterranean”.

This saved the Germanic heartland from being dragged into
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the racial chaos of the collapsing Roman world empire.

It saved its racial purity and hence alone enabled world his-
torical decisions stemming from the most powerful racial con-
sciousness. Since the time of the folk wanderings, which was
an acquisition of land, the Germanic people have lavishly con-
tributed their Nordic blood to all today existing European folks.
They were thus enriched and more closely related to one an-
other.

The Germanic people founded the empires in the high north,
in the forests of Russia and in the steppes of the Black Sea.
They ruled on the British isles, in the Mediterranean, in North
Africa and in Spain with the same self-certainty with which
they were born from the strength of the Nordic race. Every-
where that Europe is entered in the annals of history, the name
of the Germanic people shines toward us. We call Europe a
continent. With what justification? Is Europe’s shape similar to
Africa, Australia or America? No!

Geographically and geologically Europe is simply a penin-
sula of the Asian land mass. The Germanic people — from the
strength of their Nordic blood, in pitiless struggle with racial
aliens and foreign powers — first created the living space that
we now with full right designate a continent as such. It is hence
not just an expression, rather a deep insight, when we claim:

Without the Germanic people there is no Europe! Only
through the Germanic people did Europe become the
heartland of the world.

So Europe and the Germanic people appear as concepts that
have grown together. One is inconceivable without the other.

In rootless abandonment of their European and Germanic ori-
gin, the Anglo-Saxon plutocrats have today declared them-
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selves mortal enemies of the German Reich fighting for
Europe. We know why that is so:

The British empire recognizes no European community of
fate, because it is spread out across the world earth. It has sev-
ered all bonds with the Germanic-European history with an
ironic smile. It only pursues its own selfish, because capitalist,
world goals. We hence realize that this war is much, much
more than a “German-English” one, as the “neutral” press still
dares to term it. No, we call the war waging today the European
war of liberation, because it is about Europe’s liberation. The
war is not about material values, not about money tribute or
about certain stretches of land. It is about our continent’s fu-
ture. Should Europe become a British dominion, reduced to a
marginal appearance in world history and later disappear into a
Bolshevik Asia without history? Or should Europe rise again to
become an independent, powerful continent shaping world his-
tory for all time?

This is the decision for which German men now fight on the
battlefields in Poland, Norway, Flanders and France, in the
Balkans and on Crete. Today Germans and Italians still fight
shoulder to shoulder in North Africa, in the sky everywhere
and on the world’s oceans for Europe’s victory.

But when Soviet Russia prepared a new months ago to launch
the monstrous assault against Europe as agreed upon by Stalin
and Churchill, the curtain fell from the eyes of those Europeans
who had still stood aside. They recognized with wide awake
horror the purpose of the war. They hurried to make a contribu-
tion to final victory however possible. In his proclamation of
June 22, 1941, Adolf Hitler simply stated what had already be-
come clear to every European conscious of his kind: that the
task of the front stretching from the Artic Ocean to the Black

Sea
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“is hence no longer the protection of individual countries,
rather the protection of Europe and hence the salvation of
all”.

The crusade against world bolshevism was enthusiastically
embraced everywhere.

Volunteers to arms poured in from all of Europe’s lands in
growing measure. Adolf Hitler’s struggle against world Jewry,
against world bolshevism and against the world plutocrats is
today understood as a struggle for Europe. The swastika will
triumph and our grandchildren will state in reverence:

That is how Europe triumphed under Adolf Hitler’s leader-
ship.

A Tribute to an SS-Comrade

What is related here happened in this war. We know of the
event from the mouth of an SS-officer cadet who, as a loyal
comrade, was at the side of the 19-year old youth at that mid-
day hour when he achieved the high point of his existence and
concluded his life with courage and fulfillment of duty.

The man described here was called Fritz Werner Lampe. He
came from the best blood, was a student at the National Politi-
cal Education Institute in Ilfeld in the Harz, fulfilled his service
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SS reconnaissance patrol
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in the Reich Work Service and then came to the 5 company of
the SS-regiment “Germania”, where he participated in the Pol-
ish campaign as the First Machine-Gunner. His life and death
prove the truth of the words:

“For two things determine the course
of our earthly life:
What is given to us by birth
and what is given to us by ourself.”

Fritz Werner Lampe lies buried in a cemetery of a small Pol-
ish village. His comrades recovered his body when darkness
descended on the day of battle when he fell and bedded it into
the earth. They stuck a birch branch into the small earth mound
over his grave with a white plank and wrote on it: “Fallen for
Greater Germany”.

But how he died, that must be explained. For his last words
reveal an immortal heart and show what a noble person can do,
if he is filled by the spirit of fulfillment of duty.

On September 12, 1939 the SS regiment “Germania”, ad-
vancing in the direction of Lemberg, reached the San. Its 5%
company had the mission to break through Rudnik and take the
bridge over the San at Krzeszow. Just as the company started
the attack, the bridge was blow up by the Poles. Its wooden
parts went up in flames. Polish fire opened up from the steep
incline along the opposite riverbank. Furthermore, there were
still Polish soldiers on this side of the river, two hundred me-
ters left of the company. They also fired ceaselessly. They had
to be silenced first. The company assembled behind a barn for
the attack. The situation was clear. The attack began. Fritz
Wermner Lampe was a machine-gunner in the 3" platoon.

The platoon was in a potato field. There was heavy fire on
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both sides. Lampe had his machine-gun in position and fired,
calm and certain. That was important, because the machine-gun
has the greatest fire-power of the squad. The sun burned down
from the blue sky. Like on all such autumn days, it cast its
shining gold across the earth. Then Lampe spotted a new Polish
nest of resistance. He could combat it more effectively only
from the somewhat higher ground ahead. A leap forward was
hence necessary. The necessary leap, however, meant the great-
est danger for his own life. Nonetheless, Lampe decided to leap
forward — not on order, rather out of aggressiveness and sense
of duty. He calmly prepared the leap, secured his machine-gun,
held it tightly, jumped up and rushed forward. The lethal bullet
struck him at that moment. Blood gushed from the wound and
the 19-year old SS-man felt that in a few seconds there would
no longer be life in him.

He pulled himself up. In this moment he was nothing but a
soldier. He did not think first about himself, about his life,
about his death, about everything dear to him on earth. He
only thought that he was the first machine-gunner and that he
had the machine-gun, his squad’s necessary fire power — and
that the machine-gun was now eliminated because he sank to
the ground mortally wounded.

He pulled himself up, turned his face toward his platoon
leader and called with a firm voice, loud and audible through
the noise of battle, just like one reports the execution of an or-
der on the exercise field in peacetime:

“First Machine-Gunner disabled!”
The same second that the platoon leader heard the last word

of this report, Fritz Wemer Lampe lied dead on the field next
to his weapon.

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The endless columns again rolled past his grave on June 22™,
For the first time, men of the same blood from North and West
Europe march and fight in their ranks.
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What the individual has been given by nature, he must
again contribute to his folk. There can only be one right in
this community. It grows from the fulfillment of one’s own
highest designated duty.

All nations that fought in the World War honor the
“unknown soldier”. In Paris he rests under the “Arc de
Triumphe”. In London he sleeps his final sleep under the
black marble of the Westminster Abbey. In Berlin, how-
ever, he resides in the Reich Chancellery. Germany is the
only country where the “unknown soldier” is not dead,

rather lives.

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Europe Becomes
Healthy Again

We men live in a world where all becoming, life, maturation
and perishing plays out according to the pitiless, divine laws of
nature. Subjugated to them are the stars, sky and earth, sea and
stones as well as the life of plants and animals.

Nobody who possesses all his senses doubts that human life,
too, follows the same laws. The differences between men are
also determined by the laws of heredity.

In a healthy, naturally feeling community, for example in
peasant life, the procreation of the sickly is avoided, and the
healthy only pairs itself with the healthy. Only big city life, al-
ienated from nature, or economic considerations unfortunately

cause many healthy people to enter marriage with the sickly.

But then nature avenges the disregard for its laws: the off-
spring can become sick or they can be carriers of the sickness.

The peasant, who still lives bound to nature, has always
known that different varieties and races exist in every species
of animal and plant, and that one cannot randomly cross them.
That would spoil the breed. There are also different races of
men. Originally, our ancestors respected this barriers set by
Providence. Certain spiritual and political movements later
gradually suffocated the feeling for the natural differences be-
tween men. “Everything with a human face is the same,” was
the slogan at the time of the French Revolution. Liberalism,
Marxist socialism and communism — those are the milestones
in the decline of Europe misled by Jewry, For the Bolshevik,
racial differences are only prejudices that must be overcome.
All of that, however, is human deviation from the divine laws
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of nature. It is disloyalty toward the own blood that must have
the most grievous consequences for folk health and culture. Of-
ten physical impairments (for example increased frequency of
certain deformities), emotional imbalance and character defi-
ciency are the scientifically proven consequences of unfavor-
able race-mixing.

These spiritual, or more accurately termed anti-spiritual, ten-
dencies come from racially alien and deformed brains. These
teachings do not stem from the laws of nature. In contrast to
that National Socialism does not strive to construct another hu-
man teaching, rather it wishes to first clearly recognize the
natural order created by God. Only this realization enables it to
lead back misled people to a natural and hence healthy way of
life. This is why National Socialism respects the natural differ-
ence of races. It recognizes the natural barriers.

So a National Socialist conceives of a future Europe totally
differently than a liberal would. Each National Socialist would
instinctually reject a Pan-Europe based on the American model.
The USA are a mixture of ethnic and racial groups. In Europe,
on the other hand, individual ethnic groups have taken on vari-
ous distinct ethnic characteristics in the course of their devel-
opment, because other European races have also mixed in dif-
ferent proportions in the various areas of Germany and its
neighbors. They have in common a more or less high portion of
Nordic blood.

This Nordic blood is hence what unites the European folks.
This Nordic blood portion is especially high in the Germanic
folks. A close union of Germanic folks is hence not only possi-
ble, rather also natural. The Nordic blood present to different
degrees in other European folks is predominantly of Germanic
origin.

If Europe does not wish to lose its uniqueness, the predomi-

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nance of Nordic blood must above all be secured. The Nordic
race, however, has suffered the most by the development of
civilization during the last centuries. In the large city the Nor-
dic race has, in part, almost stop reproducing itself. This valu-
able race represented and still represents the leadership strata
in not just the German folk, rather also in all the other Euro-
pean folks as well. This makes the fact even more significant
that the portion of its blood is in steady decline.

In a similar fashion, so-called European civilization has in the
past had a negative impact on the health of folks. The sick, the
weak and the untalented are promoted with every means while
the healthy must therefore often suffer from the most grave so-
cial injustice. In nature the sick and weak are automatically
eliminated and only the strong and healthy can procreate. So-
called civilized man, who has created an unnatural environment
in his civilization, circumvents this “natural selection”.

This is where the measures of National Socialism come in. At
the last hour they prevent the White race from perishing in the
foreseeable future. If one designates the racially good and
physically and spiritual healthy portion of a folk with the com-
prehensive expression “healthy Germanic blood”, then all
measures of National Socialism that promote this portion are
called “measures for the promotion of healthy Germanic
blood”. In National Socialist Germany, these measures follow
two directions: first, they prevent the harmful and second, they
promote the beneficial.

The National Socialist law for the protection of blood, for
example, prevents marriage as well as sexual intercourse be-
tween Germans and members of non-European races.

The National Socialist law for the prevention of genetically

deformed offspring, for example, also provides the possibility
to prevent the passing along of misfortune to future generations
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by means of sterilizing people whose serious congenial defect
is clearly proven.

The National Socialist law for genetic health envisions certi-
fication of marital health before marriage. In this manner and
for the benefit of the folk, marriage between the healthy and
the congenitally ill as well as between the healthy and people
with infectious diseases is prevented. On the other hand, very
favorable marriage loans without interest make marriage be-
tween the healthy easier.

These importance measures of the National Socialist state
were always proceeded by similar measures of the SS, often
many years in advance.

The SS man is selected and trained so that he will not take up
with racially alien or congenitally ill blood even without these
laws.

In other areas as well, the SS takes new paths and sets an ex-
ample. The SS promotes man’s return to a natural environment
through countless minor measures daily, for example: promo-
tion of construction of one-family homes, physical education,
physical exercise, return of valuable families to the countryside
through promotion of new farmsteads etc.. Through the laws of
its order and its example, the SS shows the path on which a
strengthening of the Nordic blood portion can be achieved.
Similar orders have already made individual attempts through-
out history, for example the Toms Vikings of the Baltic Sea,
the German knights in East and West Prussia and others. These
orders, too, only enlisted valuable fighting men, and their ac-
complishments were correspondingly great. But they had a
weakness: they limited their laws to the men. Their valuable
blood was not consciously nurtured. But that is what counts in
the final analysis, so that for all time a folk’s supply of valu-
able blood is not only secured, rather also increased.
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The Reichsfithrer SS hence gave the SS the significant
“engagement and marriage law” already in 1931 during the
hard period of struggle. It obligates the SS man to select his
wife according to the same criteria with which he was accepted
into the SS. The wife then joins the SS clan. She is obligated to
the same requirements there as her husband. She hence enjoys
the same honor and the same high esteem.

The SS stands at the lead in the struggle for the preservation
and strengthening of Germanic blood and it shows the path into
a future of healthy folk strength and cultural blossoming. The
previous creative work of the SS for this blood idea has been
recognized by the Fiihrer. He has assigned to the Reichsfiihrer
SS the task of strengthening the German folk.

An order grows through the observance of the National So-
cialist law of blood and race, that will not only offer protection
for the Reich for all time, rather in all important areas of hu-
man life will set an example. This order binds especially the
Germanic folks through common blood. Our descendants
should one day be able to say with pride:

“You have laid the foundation for the Reich of our race!
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The River of Heredity

“The Germany of the future can only be a peasant Reich
or it will again perish like the Reichs of the Hohenstaufen
and Hohenzollern have perished, because they forgot to
place their folkish and economic concentration in them-
selves.”

The Reich of the Peasants

In no other state is the peasantry given such decisive signifi-
cance as in National Socialist Germany.

That was often misunderstood outside of the Reich. The hard
taskmaster of nations, war, simplified understanding for the
Reich’s measures in the area of agriculture and the security of
the peasantry. At least in Germany’s neighboring states hard hit
by the war one today realizes the necessity of an ample national
food supply.

The bitter experiences that Germany once had with the liberal
neglect of its agriculture and the National Socialist measures to
restore its peasantry hence find special interest among Ger-
many’s neighbors. The German folk, too, once did not have
enough to eat, namely during the British hunger blockade in the
World War. |

The same brutal fate would today again, sooner or later, be-
fall all nations on the European continent, if the Reich had not
made its best efforts to provide relief. The folks of the indus-
trial nations would hunger and the people in the rural nations
would suffer shortage of fodder or industrial goods. Even s0,
this lesson is still very bitter for our neighbors in the west. How
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was it possible that these rich lands were compelled to so se-
verely restrict the consumption of food and luxury items?

Germany’s own economic development gives a clue. A hun-
dred years ago German provinces still produced what they
themselves consumed. Beyond that, they could even export
grain and wool to England. A powerful industry emerged there.
For the crowded masses in English cities, domestic food pro-
duction no longer sufficed. Transport of foodstuffs from the
possessions overseas was too slow and was only profitable for
so-called colonial wares such as rice, raw sugar, tea, coffee,
chocolate etc..

But during the second half of the previous century, the Reich
developed into a first-rate industrial power. Its old, self-
sufficient economy ceased. The populace in the old Reich terri-
tory increased by roughly 25 million within seven decades.
This growth was concentrated in the large cities. While in 1882
42% of the populace worked in the agricultural field, today it is
only 22%.

The rural populace hence had to feed an urban population
that grew each year.

Strangely, this did nof led to healthy and firm prices for agri-
cultural products.

The much praised free trade imported foodstuffs from all
parts of the world at such low prices that the European peasant,
for various reasons, could not match regardless of his ingenu-
ity.

Along with its industrialization, Germany’s economy became
enmeshed in global economic entanglements. Such an interna-
tional cooperation becomes dangerous when the economic
sense is selfish and the political security of a country is sacri-
ficed for the goddess “profit”. Tens of thousands of German
peasants could no longer survive on their farmsteads against
